WHEREAS, the estimated grant application request is $50,000 and requires a $10,000 local in-kind contribution
and/or cash match.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor of the Village of Attica, New York, is hereby authorized as official
representative of the Village to execute and submit a Consolidated Funding Application for Wastewater
Infrastructure Engineering Planning Grant funding to the administrative agency for the Federal Fiscal Year 2022
program, all understanding and assurances contained therein, and is hereby directed and authorized to act in
connection with the submission of the application and to provide such additional information as may be required.
